OFFICIAL RULES AND REGULATIONS 
Our goal is 40 cooking teams; we will cut off registration upon reaching this goal. 
All Information and registration forms can be found www.campcraigallen.org  
 
1. Cooking Team- A Cooking team is defined as any individual, group, company, etc. hereinafter 
referred to as a team that will prepare and cook an entry or entries for the purpose of being 
judged. Each team will be comprised of a head cook and up to three other members for a 
maximum total of four people per team. Each teammate must be over 18 years of age to enter the 
contest and be over 21 years of age to consume alcoholic beverages.  
 
2. Equipment- Each team will supply all of the equipment necessary for the preparation and 
cooking of their entry including a cooker, wood, charcoal, or wood pellets. No team may share a 
cooker or grill with any other team. Approved Cookers include: any wood charcoal, or wood 
pellet fired cookers homemade or commercially built, will be allowed to be used. Electric or 
manual operated rotisseries or rotating shelves, electric or manual augers, and electric or manual 
power drafts are permitted during the cooking process. Electric or gas burners are allowed in the 
Jack Pot Bean category only.  YOU MUST HAVE A FIRE EXTINGUISER AT YOUR SITE!!! 
 
3. Meat Inspection- Meat for the contest may be fresh or frozen. Meat MAY NOT be pre-cooked, 
sauced, spiced, injected, marinated, cured in any way, or otherwise pretreated prior to the official 
meat inspection. Meat must be maintained at a maximum temperature of 40 degrees F prior to 
inspection. Prior to cooking all meat that is resting in preparation for cooking must be covered at 
all times. After cooking all meat must me maintained at a minimum temperature of 140 degrees F 
in a covered container until turned in for judging. All contest meat once inspected, may not leave 
the cook team’s site until turn in. Each team must have a working meat thermometer. 
Additionally, any cooked food not maintained at 140 degrees F for 3 hours or more must be 
discarded. 
 
4. Cooking Fuels- The only approved cooking media are wood, charcoal, or wood pellets for the 
brisket, ribs, chicken and wild game categories. Gas of any kind or any electrical heating element 
may only be used to start the initial fire in these categories. Electric or gas may only be used as a 
cooking device in the Jack Pot bean category. 
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5. Team Site- Each team will be assigned a cook site prior to arrival. These will only be assigned 
upon receiving all of the 40 teams pre-registration. Our 2007 BBQ Alumni returning teams will 
have first pick of sites. Each site will be three adjoining parking spaces (this is apx. 10ft x 30ft). 
Basic electrical service is not included in your entry fee. If electricity is needed power must be 
provided by individuals through power generators.  All equipment including cooker(s), canopy, 
trailer, etc. MUST be contained within this your designated space. No personal vehicles are 
allowed in the team cooking sites except for loading and unloading prior to and after event. All 
teams are to arrive on Friday and get into place in their designated site. All personal vehicles, 
travel trailers, RVs, buses, etc. are welcomed and permitted for Friday night in the adjacent 
designated gated area for the night to park. NO RVs personal vehicles or travel trailers will be 
permitted on the actual Team Sites after arrival set up.  All travel trailers, RVs, personal vehicles, 
buses, etc. will need to be moved to behind Bass Pro Shop by 9am Saturday morning. NO 
EXCEPTIONS. (This area will be then turned into the Classic Car show.) Teams may not bring a 
golf cart, ATV or motorcycle into the site. Vehicles can only be used for load in load out of 
supplies during check in and clean up. The event will contain golf carts for use of supply transfer 
and trash, and only used by authorized event staff. 
 
6. Behavior- The head Cook will be responsible for the conduct of his team. Every team including 
members and guest are expected and required to exhibit proper behavior at all times. A quiet time 
will be in effect from 12:15am until sunrise. No alcoholic beverages or food will be available in 
the hospitality tent during this time. The entire event is gated with a designated in and out gate. 
During the quite time the gate will be closed for security purposes (except for emergency) and no 
in or out is permitted. Additionally, Friday is designated for set up of the event, the BBQ Teams 
and the Sponsors for the VIP party Friday night 7pm- midnight. We prohibit guest or friends on 
Friday and encourage you to invite them to come Saturday at noon when the general gates open 
to the public. Please respect this schedule. 
No alcoholic beverages can go in or out of this gated perimeter at any time during the event on 
Friday or Saturday. We will supply the free beer for the Friday night party and cooking teams will 
be able to buy beer at reduced price in the hospitality tent during the event on Saturday. DO NOT 
BRING YOUR OWN BEER!!!! 
 
7. Cleanliness and Sanitation-All teams are expected to maintain their cook sites in an orderly and 
clean manner and to use good sanitary practices during the preparation, cooking, and judging 
process. The use of sanitary gloves, tongs, and other utensils, is required at all times while 
handling food. Failure to use sanitary gloves and utensils will result in disqualification. All food 
must be covered Teams are responsible for cleanup of their site once the competition has ended. 
A designated BBQ Team Coordinator will be available the entire time for addressing any issues 
or questions. In addition, the teams will be required to have a sanitation system in their sites for 
utensils; this is a designated three bucket system consisting of clean water, soap water and bleach 
water. All teams are required to have a trash can with a lid at their sites.  All federal, state, and 
local food safety rules and regulations must be adhered to at all times. 
 
8. Disqualification- An entry can be disqualified by the BBQ Team Coordinator, the Tarrant 
County Health Inspector, or the BBQ Judge Coordinator only. An entry can be disqualified for 
any or the following reasons: 
 a.) There is evidence of marking or sculpting the turn in box to the judges as a 
competition entry. No entry can identify any team, including decorating, forming, shaping of any 
kind. All competition entrees to the judges will be in a designated plain container provided by the 
event based on category will be identified by a number only. 
 b.) There is anything in the box besides the category being judged. 
 c.) There are not a minimum of 8 separate and identifiable pieces. 
 d.) There is evidence of blood such that the meat is uncooked. 
 e.) The entry is turned in after the officially designated turn in time for the specific 
category. 
 f.) Gloves are not used while handling food products. 
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            g.) Not cooking the meat that was inspected for the competition. 
 h.) Giving out free samples to the public without purchase of a plate/bracelet. We must 
have the general public purchase food in the concession stand or the unlimited plate for a charge. 
This event is a FUNDRAISER for Camp Craig Allen! 
 
9. Competitions- The competitions will include several categories for each team to participate in. 
The numbers of categories each team participates and could win are unlimited. The following are 
the categories: 
 a.) Competition BBQ- categories of Brisket, Ribs (beef or pork), Chicken (must be 
whole) and Wild Game (subject to approval of the animal or bird you are entering). One entry fee 
of $50 is required for pre-registration, regardless of number of categories entered; however one 
team per category is only permitted.  
 b.) Competition Jack Pot Beans- a separate $10 cash entry accepted upon arrival. The 
“cash pot” of money collected for this will be split 50/50 with Camp Craig Allen and the winner. 
Any type of beans will be cooked on site with “any thing goes” in this category. One cup of beans 
only in the cup will be turned in for competition Saturday morning. 
 c.) “FUN”draiser Best Begging Contest- Each team is to pre-solicit for “team sponsors” 
before the event! Each team is asked to raise money before the event to turn in upon check in. We 
encourage ALL the teams to raise as much money as they can prior to our event! This will 
promote awareness of our event and encourage participation for the general public to come on 
Saturday to see the teams!  
 d.) The Best of…-Each team can participate in the Best Margarita, Best Bloody Mary and 
the Best Decorations for their team. Each team will be encouraged to tastefully decorate their 
sites, make great drink(s) and participate in these fun competitions against the other BBQ Teams. 
These fun categories will be judged at 8pm on Friday night. 
 
10. BBQ Team Participation- The participation for each team to compete with each other along 
with having fun is our goal. We encourage each team to bring a game for their site to encourage 
the public to actively get involved on Saturday. Games can include washers, horseshoes, ring 
toss, carnival-like games, etc. We want to promote fun and encouragement of the public attending 
the event. We encourage all teams to invite their co-workers, friends, and family for general 
admission Saturday from noon to 6:30pm. We do not want any BBQ teams giving out free 
samples! A wrist band at the main gate can be purchased for $7 per person that will give a plate 
for unlimited bbq samples at the team sites. If someone has not purchased this plate/bracelet, we 
encourage each team to steer the public to the concession stands. This is critical in our fundraiser 
efforts to sell food and drinks to the general public-this includes your friends and family. Please 
help us enforce this! 
 
11. Team events- The BBQ teams will be given a VIP party on Friday night, this is for the BBQ 
teams and our Corporate Sponsors. This is a private event that is not open to the general public. 
The teams will also have a special poker hand tournament going on throughout the event. A $20 
cash poker hand will begin upon the team arrival in which a card will be given. During the event 
other cards will be given until the team has reached five cards in their hand. The best poker hand 
will split the cash pot 50/50 with Camp Craig Allen of the cash accumulated during this game.  
The silent Auction tent will have a special BBQ team viewing Friday night in which the teams 
may participate and begin bidding on. We will encourage auction items to be donated by the 
teams prior to the event as well. 
Encourage the disabled persons to get involved with your team as there will be many of them on 
hand as volunteers and “future campers” and they love to help! 
Some of our Celebrity Judges will be on hand prior to the general public gate opening of the 
event and we will allow cooking teams to meet and get autographs. Once the competition judging 
has begun, no teams will be permitted in the judges area except for turn in. We will encourage all 
of our celebrity judges to go around and meet the teams. 
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12. Winners- The winners will be announced in each category at the main stage area at 6pm on 
Saturday, September 20th. Prizes and trophies will be given at this time. All teams with their 
teammates are asked to be present and in the Stage area just prior to 6pm for the awards 
ceremony. 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in the Brisket, Ribs, Chicken, and Wild Game categories will be 
awarded. Best Decorations, Best Margarita, Best Bloody Mary, Best Begging Team and Jack Pot 
Beans will be awarded to ONE team in each of these categories.  
 
13. Expectations- All teams are expected to follow all of the above rules and regulations. In 
addition, understand this is a fundraiser for Camp Craig Allen.  There will be live media coverage 
prior too and during the event. Please be respectful of the media and the positive impact we want 
to convey at all times. 
Know about our Camp Craig Allen organization!!!!!! We are a newly formed organization which 
is raising money entirely for building a complete wheelchair accessible camp facility for 
physically disabled adults and children of North Texas. We encourage all teams to read our 
website in its entirety www.campcraigallen.org and understand your vital role in promoting our 
fundraiser, our organization and our vision. We ask all statements to the media are directed to our 
Marketing Director, Amanda Baze or the Event Organizers, Dawn Cruzan-Fournier and Jennifer 
Wells. We appreciate everyone’s help! 
 
14. Judging Times- Each category turn in time will allow a 10 minute window-that is 5 minutes 
before and 5 minutes after the designated time below. Turn in times means that your competition 
category is AT THE JUDGES TENT!!!! 
Friday night- 8pm Best Decorations, Best Margarita and Best Bloody Mary contest will be judges 
at team sites. We will come to you!
